Minimum criteria includes acceptance to a Kansas nursing program and commitment by an eligible sponsor licensed by the state to fund up to half of the scholarship and provide full time employment to the recipient after licensure.  Recipients enrolled in the LPN program  are eligible for $2,500.  Those enrolled in the RN program are eligible for $3,500 each year.  Sponsors pay from $1,000 to one half of the scholarship and the State of Kansas pays the remaining amount. There are specific obligations that go with the scholarship. KANSAS TEACHER SERVICE SCHOLARSHIP—This scholarship is designed to encourage talented students to enter the teaching profession in specific curriculum areas or underserved geographic areas in the State.  The hard-to-fill areas for recipients selected in 2009 are: special education, math, science and music.   The underserved geographic areas identified for 2009 are:  USD 416 Louisburg,  USD 373 Newton, USD 500 Kansas City, Kansas, and USD 259 Wichita.  Recipients sign an agreement to complete the program of study and teach for one year for each year of the scholarship support.  (Please note that there is also a specific Math & Science Teacher Service Scholarship as well.  There is a different service obligation for that program.
