INTRODUCTION
This handbook is designed to assist students and parents in the enrollment procedures at Marais des Cygnes Valley High School. It contains the requirements for graduation, college-bound recommendations, general information, NCAA freshman athletics eligibility, course descriptions, and enrollment forms.  As students enter high school, they should continue to assess their abilities and interests as they work towards their life goals.  Students should select courses that will prepare them for their career choices.  Since most students are undecided about their futures, it is extremely important that they continue to take the classes that will prepare them for any option.  Parental involvement throughout this process is imperative.  Enrollment opportunities will be discussed with students, however, parents need to share in their student’s final course selections and are encouraged to contact the counselor at MdCVHS at any time during this important process.  Students will also be creating/updating their individual Four-Year Plan on the Kansas Career Pipeline website.  Parents, ask your student to show you their plan!
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CLASS CHANGES
Students may make requests for changes in their class schedule the first 5 days of school.  Students must obtain a class change form from the counselor, which must be filled out appropriately, with parental approval. The administration will determine if the request can and should be accommodated.  Changes will be granted based on what is best for both the student and the classes affected by the change, keeping in mind class balance, size, and make-up.  After the 5 days allotted for changes have passed, only changes deemed appropriate by the administration will be considered/made.

DUAL CREDIT COURSES /ALLEN COMMUNITY COLLEGE
Juniors and seniors with 16 or more units of credit may enroll in dual credit courses, if the meet the prerequisites for the course.  The student will receive high school credit as well as Allen Community College credit for successful completion of these courses if they complete the ACC enrollment process.  Students must pre-enroll in these courses at MdCV and then complete the ACC enrollment at the beginning of each semester.  The anticipated cost will be $210 for a 3-hour credit course and $365 for a 5-hour credit course.  The following courses are offered for dual credit at MdCV, pending sufficient enrollment & ACC approval of instructors.

NCAA FRESHMAN ATHLETICS ELIGIBILITY
Any student hoping to participate in intercollegiate athletics on the Division I or Division II level must fulfill their initial-eligibility requirements.  The NCAA requires the successful completion of 14 Core Courses.  As of August 1, 2008, Division I will require 16 core courses.  Division I has a sliding scale of test score and grade-point average.  Division II has a minimum grade point average of at least 2.0 on a 4.0 scale, and an SAT score of 820 or ACT sum score of 68.   A quick reference guide of core courses is provided below:

KANSAS BOARD OF REGENTS

ACADEMIC COMPETITIVENESS GRANT (ACG)  (may be going away)

An eligible student may receive an Academic Competitiveness Grant (AC Grant) of up to $750 for the first academic year of study and up to $1,300 for the second academic year of study. To be eligible for each academic year, a student must: 

Be a U.S. citizen; 
Be a Federal Pell Grant recipient; 
Be enrolled full-time in a degree program; 
Be enrolled in the first or second academic year of his or her program of study at a two-year or four-year degree-granting institution; 
Have completed a rigorous secondary school program of study If a first-year student, not have been previously enrolled in an undergraduate program; and 
If a second-year student, have at least a cumulative 3.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale for the first academic year. 

Note that the amount of the AC Grant, when combined with a Pell Grant, may not exceed the student's cost of attendance and is dependent on available funds.

Kansas Recognized Rigorous Secondary School Programs of Study

If otherwise eligible, all students, including private school students, home-schooled students, students enrolled in Department of Defense Overseas Schools, and Bureau of Indian Affairs students may qualify for an ACG under the rigorous secondary school program of study options pre-recognized by the Secretary.  These options include a set of courses similar to the State Scholars Initiative and the Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) courses and test scores as detailed below.  

The eligibility options for a student graduating from secondary school in Kansas from January 1, 2009 through June 30, 2009 are: 

A set of courses similar to the State Scholars Initiative.  This program of study requires passing grades in the following: 
Four years of English; 
Three years of math (including Algebra I and a higher level course such as Algebra II, geometry, or data analysis and statistics);
Three years of science, including one year each of at least two of the following courses:  biology, chemistry, and physics;
Three years of social studies; and 
One year of a language other than English.  

Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) courses and test scores.  This program requires a minimum of two Advanced Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) courses in high school and a minimum passing score on the exams for those classes.  Students must score 3 or higher on AP exams and 4 or higher on IB exams.  

Kansas Scholars Curriculum.  This program requires: 
Four years of English;
Four years of math (must include Algebra I, Algebra II, geometry, and an advanced course such as trigonometry or calculus);
Three years of science (must include biology, chemistry, and physics);
Three years of social studies;
Two years of a foreign language (two years in one language); and


LANGUAGE ARTS

110 A/B    English I (English 9)			Year					9		
This course is a blend of work with reading, writing, literature, vocabulary, grammar and study skills. Students will read, analyze and discuss literature including The Odyssey (Homer), Romeo and Juliet (Shakespeare), and Whirligig (Fleischman) in addition to essays, short stories and poems by authors such as de Maupassant, Poe, Angelou, Junger, London, and Cisneros. At least three videos based upon literature selections will provide the opportunity for compare/contrast discussions and/or essays. The six-trait rubric will be used as the focus for our study of writing. Students will write weekly and will use the writing process to develop expository essays, persuasive essays, personal narratives, and quarterly book projects. Students will use daily oral language exercises and analogies to expand their vocabulary. Students will create various oral presentations with visuals, such as PowerPoints, to enhance discussions about literature.

121 A/B    English II (English 10)			Year					10
This course is a blend of work with reading, writing, literature, vocabulary, grammar and study skills. Students will read, analyze and discuss literature including Speak (Anderson), Fahrenheit 451 (Bradbury), Ironman (Crutcher), and various pieces from Arthurian legend in addition to essays, short stories and poems by authors such as Bradbury, Achebe, Crane, Poe, Dickinson, and Steinbeck. At least three videos based upon literature selections will provide the opportunity for compare/contrast discussions and/or essays. The six-trait rubric will be used as the focus for our study of writing. Students will write weekly and will use the writing process to develop expository essays, persuasive essays, personal narratives, and quarterly book projects. Students also will learn and use the research process to develop an expository research essay with a works cited page and parenthetical documentation. Students will use daily oral language exercises and analogies to expand their vocabulary. Students will create various oral presentations with visuals, such as PowerPoints, to enhance discussions about literature.

130 A/B    English III (English 11)			Year					11
This course is a blend of work with reading, writing, literature, vocabulary and grammar. Students will read, analyze and discuss The Crucible (Miller), The Great Gatsby (Fitzgerald), Freedom Writers Diary (Gruwell), and the play Bang, Bang You’re Dead in addition to essays, short stories and poems by authors such as Edwards, Bradstreet, Steinbeck, Dickinson, Whitman, and Frost. At least three videos based upon literature selections will provide the opportunity for compare/contrast discussions and/or essays. The six-trait rubric will be used as the focus for our study of writing. Students will write weekly and will use the writing process to develop expository essays, persuasive essays and personal narratives. Students also will use the research process to develop a persuasive research essay with a works cited page and parenthetical documentation. Students will use daily oral language exercises and analogies to expand their vocabulary. Students will create various oral presentations with visuals, such as PowerPoints, to enhance discussions about literature.

145 A/B    English IV (English 12)			Year					12
This course is a blend of work with reading, writing, literature, vocabulary, grammar and study skills. Students will read, analyze and discuss Into Thin Air (Krakauer), Stolen Voices, and Brave New World (Huxley) in addition to essays, short stories and poems from a variety of world literature anthologies. At least two videos based upon literature selections will provide the opportunity for compare/contrast discussions and/or essays. The six-trait rubric will be used as the focus for our study of writing. Students will write weekly and will use the writing process to develop expository essays, persuasive essays, personal narratives, and technical writing samples
based on examples from the School to Work series. Students also will use the research process to 
develop an expository research essay with a works cited page and parenthetical documentation. Students will use daily oral language exercises and analogies to expand their vocabulary. Students will create various oral presentations with visuals, such as PowerPoints, to enhance discussions about literature.

147 A    College Composition I			Semester				12
Composition I is designed to prepare students for the tasks facing them as college writers. The course provides study and practice in the essentials of the writing process, emphasizing the prewriting, planning, drafting, and revision techniques that are vital elements in the process approach. Further writing issues covered in Composition I include organization, clarity, and, as needed, grammatical usage. The course also encourages students to become more critical readers
of others’ writing.  This is a dual credit course through ACC; students can earn three hours of college credit if they complete the ACC enrollment process and pay tuition.

2011 B    College Literature I			Semester				12
This course is designed as a study of the major genres of literature.  Representative selections are read and analyzed.  Literary criticism is introduced via theme, mood, characterization, style, tone, language, and other related characteristics.  

MATHEMATICS			

320 A/B    Pre-Algebra				Year					9
Pre-Algebra is a course designed to help facilitate the transition from the concrete concepts of elementary mathematics to the more abstract concepts of Algebra and advanced mathematics.  Special emphasis is placed o helping students with poor basic arithmetic skills to bridge the gap with the use of hand held calculators.  Students who successfully complete this course should be expected to have the skills necessary to be successful in Algebra I.

340 A/B    Algebra I					Year					9-10
The course will cover the basic topics in algebra, including:  linear and quadratic equations; factoring; graphing; inequalities; rational and irrational numbers and functions; logarithms; sequences and series; determinants and matrices.  

345 A/B    Algebra II					Year					10-11
The course will cover the basic topics in algebra, including:  linear relations and functions, systems, matrices, polynomial functions, conic sections, exponential and logarithmic relations.  Other topics will include sequences and series, probability and statistics, trigonometry functions and graphs.  Prerequisite- Algebra I

346 A/B    Geometry					Year					11-12
The course will cover the basic topics in geometry, including basic geometric figures, congruent figures, special polygons and triangles, and circles.  We will also discuss area and volume of basic geometric figures.  A section on transformations and coordinate geometry is also included in this course.  Prerequisites- Algebra I, Algebra II



335 A/B    Consumer Math				Year					11-12
The course will cover the basic topics dealing with personal finance and business usage of mathematics.  Topics such as investments, accounts, and purchasing (personal and major business) will be studied.  A focus on the Kansas State Curricular Mathematics Standards will
also be blended in the course throughout the year.

2000 A    College Algebra				Semester				12
The course will cover the basic topics in algebra, including:  linear and quadratic equations; factoring; graphing; inequalities; rational and irrational numbers and functions; logarithms; sequences and series; determinants and matrices.  Prerequisites-  Algebra I & II, Geometry

2004 B    College Trigonometry			Semester				12
The course will cover a wide range of topics within the subject of trigonometry.  Topics will include basic trigonometric functions; right triangles; circular functions and radian measure; graphing circular functions; trigonometric identities; inverse trigonometric functions; vectors; complex numbers and exponential and logarithmic functions.  Prerequisites- Algebra I & II, Geometry

SCIENCE

410 A/B    General Science				Year					9
This course covers several topics related to the field of physical science.  The first semester covers topics in the discipline of chemistry.  Topics included during the first semester are the basics of the scientific method, atomic structure, matter, chemical bonding, and chemical reactions.  During the second semester the class covers introductory physics.  Subjects include motion, forces, energy, thermal energy (heat), and an introduction to sound waves.

420 A/B    Biology					Year					10
Biology is the study of living organisms.  It deals with their place on the planet, as well as their structure and function.  Cell structure is reviewed and an introduction to Genetics is included.  This is a required course for graduation.  No upper level classes can be taken until this course is completed successfully.  Prerequisite- General Science.

440 A/B    Earth Space Science			Year					10-12
Earth Space Science qualifies as a Board of Regents Qualified Admissions natural science class.  It deals with four different areas in science.  These would include meteorology, astronomy, oceanography and geology.  Prerequisite- General Science

425 A/B    Anatomy & Physiology			Year					11-12
Anatomy & Physiology explains the structure and the function of the human body.  Each body system is studied and the course contains labs that coincide with the study of each system.  Prerequisite- Biology.

430 A/B    Chemistry					Year					11-12
This class meets to BOR QA requirements for having a chemistry or physics class.  It does not include all the topics covered in Accelerated Chemistry, but gives a solid background to the importance of chemicals and their interactions in our society.  This class alternates with Physics, so it is offered every other year.  Prerequisites- Algebra I and Biology.


431 A/B    Accelerated Chemistry			Year					11-12
Accelerated Chemistry meets the BOR QA requirements for having a chemistry or physics class.  It is a preparatory class for college bound students.  The class covers the understanding of chemical interactions, proper use of the Periodic Table, manipulations of math skills for chemical preparations, and learning to write chemical formulas and equations in the proper 
manner.  This class is offered every other year.  Prerequisites- Algebra I and Biology. 

455 A/B    Physics					Year					11-12
Physics meets the BOR QA requirements for having a chemistry or physics class.  It is an algebra-based course, which deals with the relationships of forces an their actions.  Math is considered the language of physics, so a strong background in math would be advised when taking this class.  Prerequisites:  Algebra I and Algebra II.

2005 A/B  College Principles of Biology/ 460 A/B  Adv. Bio.	Year			11-12
Surveys many of life's fundamental processes, including cell and tissue structures and their functions, metabolism and photosynthesis, genetics, animal and plant structures and their functions, evolution of animals, and ecology.  This is a dual credit course through ACC; students can earn five hours of college credit if they complete the ACC enrollment process and pay tuition.

SOCIAL SCIENCE

720 A/B    World History				Year					9-12
Students will develop a basic understanding of the origins of man and society and how they have advanced since prehistoric times.  They will examine the major empires that have ruled and influenced the future of western civilization (Greeks, Romans, Persians, etc.).  Students will study the changes in society through the different eras of world history (Prehistoric, Middle Ages, Enlightenment, Exploration, etc.) and how they have shaped the modern world.  They will also identify the causes of major wars in the world and their lasting impact.

710    World Geography				Semester				9-12
Students will gain a basic understanding of geographic terms (latitude, longitude, climate, vegetation, etc.) and how to apply them in understanding world geography.  They will examine the major cultural regions of the world (North America, South America, Western Europe, North Africa, South Africa, etc.) and how the people live, work, and govern themselves.  Students will study the history of each region’s people and the modern ways of life and problems they face today.

705    History of Sports				Semester				9-12
Students will identify the origins of sporting events in prehistoric times and analyze their development through each era of world history.  They will examine the reasons for playing sports through time and the impact of sports on society.  Students will understand the role of women and minorities throughout sports history and how societal changes led to changes in sports and vice versa.  They will also examine the purposed of playing and what sports mean to society today.

731    Current Social Issues			Semester				9-12
Students will examine the major issues in the world today and analyze their effects on the U.S. and the rest of the world.  They will gain a basic understanding of modern politics, government, international relations, law, human rights, and technology.  Students will become more aware of the issues and problems around us and hypothesize possible solutions to create a better world.

740 A/B    American History			Year					11 
Students will examine the founding and development of America from the pre-colonial days to 
the modern era.  They will identify the origins of American government and society and how 
they have evolved in the last 230 years.  Students will study the changes taking place in America as a result of science and technological advancement, war, reform movements, and other progressive movements.

2002 A    College American History to 1865	Semester				11-12
This is a survey course of American History from the colonial period through the Civil War.  Specifically, this means to view, conceptualize, and analyze topics from the viewpoint of a beginning college-level history student, and to gain experience that approximates as closely as possible the requirements of a contemporary enlightened American citizen.  This is a dual credit course through ACC; students can earn three hours of college credit if they complete the ACC enrollment process and pay tuition.

2002 B    College American History From 1865	Semester				11-12
The general purpose of this class is to introduce students to the American Experience from the conclusion of the Civil War to the modern day era.  The course is a baseline survey designed for the entry level college student.  The course is designed to give students an enlightened perspective of America’s past events from a holistic, multicultural, and conceptual viewpoint.  This is a dual credit course through ACC; students can earn three hours of college credit if they complete the ACC enrollment process and pay tuition.

730    Government					Semester				12
Students will develop a basic understanding of the origin of American government today, including the writing of the Articles of Confederation and Constitution.  They will examine each branch of the U.S. government (executive, legislative, judicial) and their roles and responsibilities.  Students will identify basic rights of American citizens and how they are applied today.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION

851 A/B    Agriscience				Year					9-12
This course will emphasize the student development opportunities available in the agriculture education program. It will highlight not only agricultural academic and career pathways possibilities available in the agriculture education program, but FFA and Leadership opportunities students can take advantage of in the program. Units include FFA and Leadership, Introduction to Recordkeeping and Agribusiness, Introduction to Animal Science, Introduction to Plant/Soil Science, Introduction to Agriculture Mechanics.

890 A/B    Animal Science				Year					10-12
This course focuses on the scientific aspects of animal agriculture industry. It will present a basic foundation on segments of the livestock industry as well as basic principles of biology to improve student comprehension and knowledge of animal utilization.  Topics include: the Livestock Industry, Animal Reproduction, Animal Genetics, Animal Digestion, Feeds and Nutrition, and Animal Health and Diseases.  


865 A/B    Equine Science				Year					10-12
This course is designed for students to learn more about the equine industry. Students will get more in depth with the horse industry with such topics as equine breeds, anatomy, movement, nutrition, health management, and training. As well as taking a look at management practices, business aspects and career opportunities. 

849 A/B    Wildlife Management			Year					10-12
This course is designed to be a comprehensive and hands on approach to Wildlife Management. Students will develop an awareness of not only what wildlife surrounds them locally an nationally, but what the student can do to help promote and conserve the wildlife currently available and how it relates to agricultural practices. Students will also utilize the area natural and human resources through outdoor activities and experiments at the Marais des Cygnes River, Melvern Lake and local fields and pastures. As well as listen to area specialist on a variety of topics such as game birds, water fowl, fur trapping, hunting and fishing regulations and safety.
(Sophomore-Senior)

880 A/B    Plant and Soil Science			Year					10-12
This course is designed to teach students with a hands-on approach the importance of soils, water and plants in the agriculture industry and its affects on our society and the need of food and fiber. This course utilizes local resources and outside lab activities to encourage students understanding of the real need for agriculture and our natural resources. Topics include Soil Fundamentals and Classification, Soil Fertility and Management, Water Management and Concepts, Plant Anatomy, Plant Propagation, and Integrated Pest Management. 

860 A/B    Agriculture Mechanics			Year					10-12
This course is developed into a two part program. The first semester focuses on the career possibilities and preparation in Agriculture Mechanics and Fundamentals in Agriculture Mechanics. Such topics covered are Exploring Careers and Employment Preparation, Safety in the Shop, Tools and Equipment, Figuring Bill of Materials, Sketching and Drawing, Project Planning, Basic Electrical Principles and Welding and Cutting Operations and Equipment. 
The second semester focuses on welding and cutting skills and the remainder for project planning and fabrication. 

894 A/B    AgriBusiness				Year					10-12
This course is developed to prepare students for future employment in the business and agribusiness industry. Topics range from preparing for employment to improving communication skills at the workplace to sales and operating procedures in the place of business, developing a business plan, agriculture management concepts, and agricultural sales fundamentals. 

896 A/B   Ag Communications and Leadership	Year					11-12
This course is designed to improve upon the student’s leadership and communication skills for better career employability. Students will improve upon their leadership skills by identifying leadership in the agricultural work place, learn to effectively lead group discussions, present a prepared and extemporaneous speech. Students will also learn to communicate by composing articles for the school website and the local newspaper by incorporating page layout and photoshop techniques. This course counts for Fine Arts credit. Prerequisite: Must have passed one or more agricultural courses 



893 A/B    Ag Ed Work Experience			Year					12
This course is designed to enhance the employability of the student while gaining experience in a field of agriculture. The student will gain knowledge in basic employment information such as building and creating a resume and portfolio of their experience as well as learning about personal business financial management and recordkeeping. Furthermore, the student will gain experience in the business sector while learning functions and operations in the business environment. The student evaluation will be on a Pass/Fail basis. The student, teacher, parents, and administrator will select a single site or multiple sites, up to three, in which the student will participate.  Prerequisite:  Must have passed at least two previous agriculture courses.

BUSINESS/COMPUTERS

240 A/B    Computer Applications I		Year					9
Computer Applications is designed to introduce students to operating systems, word processing, database, spreadsheets and other computer technology.  The emphasis is on the concepts of computing and using computers to solve problems.

270    Desktop Publishing-InDesign 		Semester				10-12
Desktop Publishing will acquaint students with graphic design techniques, principles of page layout and design, and desktop publishing terminology and applications using selected software.  Desktop Publishing will assist students in the production of professional publications and presentation.  Prerequisite – Computer Applications 1.    This class counts as a half credit of Fine Arts.

275    Web Design & Development  		Semester				10-12
Web Design and Development utilizes the Internet and web design software (Dreamweaver MX) to produce a variety of informative, reporting and exploratory web pages.  Students will employ the various multimedia techniques to prepare websites with pertinent information.  They will incorporate relevant original and edited graphics, tables, charts, and animation to enhance the viewers’ understanding of the material.  Prerequisite – Computer Applications 1.  This class counts as a half credit of Fine Arts.

242 A/B    General Business				Year					9-12
General Business is a class that combines principles of economics and personal finance.  It will introduce students to the way societies and individuals balance an unlimited desire for goods and services with limited labor, capital, and natural resources.  The course will provide students with the opportunity to make informed decisions in all areas of the marketplace and their own personal lives. As for Personal Financial Management, it is concerned primarily with the management of money from the viewpoint of the individual.  Topics covered include: use of credit; wise buying habits; borrowing alternatives, savings and investing habits; purchasing of insurance, real estate, and other major items; and filing of taxes.

280 A/B    Accounting 1				Year					11-12
Accounting 1 introduces students to accounting concepts, principles, cycle, and equation.  It provides the skills, knowledge, and attitudes necessary for individuals to conduct personal business or to further their education in the field of accounting.

235    Word Processing				Semester				10-12
Word Processing will teach students word processing concepts and applications.  Students will prepare a variety of documents and master specialized software functions.  It is the goal of Word Processing to train students to work effectively in a computerized office environment.  Prerequisite – Computer Applications 1

230    Excel						Semester				10-12
Spreadsheet Applications will introduce students to spreadsheet concepts and applications.  Students will format spreadsheets using effective design principles, enter common/complex spreadsheet formulas, sort data, use graphic/chart functions, and export spreadsheet files.  Spreadsheet Applications is designed to teach students to think analytically, manipulate information, and use the computer as a productivity tool.  Prerequisite – Computer Applications 1

271 A/B    In-House-Training (IHT)		Year					11-12
In-House Training requires students to use their technology skills to work within the school and community to develop many different types of publications and do various types of jobs.  This class prepares students for jobs after graduation.  They learn how to pace their time, follow instructions, meet deadlines, and be creative.  Software applications used in this class includes Internet and various programs from the following packages:  Adobe InDesign, Microsoft Office 2007 and Microsoft Publisher 2007.  Examples of some of the jobs and experiences that students gain knowledge in are as follows:  Sport rosters, programs, inventories, calendars, posters, advertisements, forms, brochures, business cards and newsletters.  Prerequisite – 3 business classes approved by Instructor

270 A/B    Desktop Publishing-Yearbook		Year					11-12
Desktop Publishing-Yearbook requires students to use their technology skills to work with a software program to design the school yearbook. They will learn how to operate a camera, design layouts, edit photos, write captions, must be able to take photos during an event outside of school, work with others in the class, stay after the school year is over to complete the yearbook otherwise they will not receive credit for the class.  Prerequisite-Computer Applications and Desktop Publishing-InDesign. Instructor will approve only 4 students to be in this class.

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES

610 A/B    Introduction to FACS			 Year			                         9-12
This course is offered as an exploratory course of subjects.  It is the intent of this introductory course to not only impart important life skills needed for the student but to also provide stepping stones to follow in taking more in-depth FACS classes at MdCV.  Topics to be studied are:  developing a strong self-being, positive peer relationships, workable communications skills, resource management, money management, career planning, developing job seeking skills, nutrition, kitchen safety, basic food preparation, clothing care and maintenance and clothing construction.										Fee:  $5

660    Career & Life Planning			Semester				10-12
This course develops each student’s life-management plan for life beyond high school; caring for self and others; and planning to assure career success and coordinating personal and career responsibilities.  Students will learn that personal life choices made now and throughout life determine quality of life.  This course is a foundation course that will use hands-on activities and research.  Students will explore the 16 career clusters through Kansas Career Pipeline, and the class will have special guests and field trips to provide opportunities for exploring many different careers. 

665    Lifetime Foods				Semester				10-12
This course will introduce the unique aspects of the global view of foods.  It will provide students with the opportunity to take basic nutrition and food preparation skills to the next level.  The students will gain not only a more in-depth knowledge of nutrition but an applied working knowledge as well.  The students will apply nutrition principles in buying, storing, preparing, serving and making food selections as they pertain to optimum health and wellness.  Students will be held responsible for the proper use, safety and maintenance of lab equipment and foods as they develop better working skills in food preparation.  The class will also give the opportunity to learn budgeting, meal planning, and various means of meal service.  A unit of several other countries’ nutrition, food habits and cuisine will be included.  Prerequisite- Intro to FACS or teacher permission.

635    Parenting					Semester				10-12
This course has been developed to enable students to learn, provide insight and the help understand the development of lifelong skills for managing the various roles of parenting within a family structure.  The student will be exposed to developing personal skills, preparing for and adjusting to being a parent, nurturing a family unit and adjusting the changes thereof.  The class will focus on the preparation in becoming a parent, conception, development during the gestation period, birth, lifestyle changes for the individual parents, and the developmental stages of the child ages birth through six years.  The course will also address methods of discipline, stressing the positive role that a parent needs to play in the child’s upbrining.  Emphasis will be placed on raising a child in a positivie, responsible setting to help insure that child’s role in society as they grow to adulthood.  Students will have the option of experiencing a parenting simulation with the “Baby Think It Over” program.

636    Interior Design				Semester				10-12
This course is designed to give the student an opportunity to learn about housing and interior design from the standpoint of the consumer, their living environment and art.  They will learn about obtaining their living space, whether renting or buying.  The students will be involved with creating a living space that is aesthetically pleasing to them through the application of the elements and principles of design.  They will also gain a fundamental knowledge of house styles, furniture styles, lighting, and floor plan evaluations for individual and family needs and the selection of furniture and accessories.  This class counts as a half credit of Fine Arts.

641    Textile Arts					Semester				10-12
The Textile Arts class is offered for students to learn more about textiles, design, and needle-art construction.  Within this class, the students are encouraged to express their creativity in their own projects.  The students will do several projects during the semester.  Textile fundamentals will be taught, as well as the elements and principles of design and will be incorporated within student designs.   This class counts as a half credit of Fine Arts.			Fee:  $5

640    Nutrition and Wellness			Semester				10-12
This course is planned to encourage positive teen behavior choices that will affect not only their present lives, but their future. The curriculum will be directed towards:  students’ nutrition and food choices;  their interaction with family, community, and their workplace in the areas of physical, mental and social wellness. It is the intent of this course to prepare the student in lifelong learning skills that will help them to process information, think critically, and make sound decisions based on solid problem solving techniques when determining lifelong wellness.  Prerequisite- Intro. To FACS


620 A/B    Life Management				Year					11-12
 The primary focus of this class is to prepare the high school student to make wise and responsible decisions when faced with living on their own as a member of society.  The course will cover personality development, character education, communication, and relationships.  The student will use the Kansas Career Pipeline to determine their career interests and skills, in best seeking a career plan for their future.  They will make a career portfolio that will contain information about future goals, the careers they seek, education needed, resume, document job interview skills, and job application information.  The student will receive information concerning effective management of their resources- human and nonhuman.  Decisions about needs vs. wants will be critical to their understanding of money management.  The students will spend time on decisions concerning clothing, food, housing and transportation choices.  Time will also be spent in health and wellness issues- guiding the student toward wise choices in these areas.  

650 A/B    Adult Living				Year					11-12
This class is designed to explore the roles and responsibilities that will encompass adults in their personal, work and family life situations.  The course will provide insights into human behavior that will help the student understand themselves and others individually, socially in relationships, and as an important functioning part of society.  The students will be encouraged to understand and further develop positive attitudes and actions that will enrich their life during the single years, in a marriage relationship and in parenthood.  Throughout this course, a directed focus will be on balancing self, career and family to maintain a functional body that will be productive in society.

FINE ARTS

920 A/B    Band					Year					9-12
The Music Department offers band to students for the study and performance of significant woodwind, brass, and percussion literature.  Class activities emphasize the development of instrument technique, fundamentals of music theory, and the reading of music.  The band performs at all home high school football and basketball games.  Students in band are expected to participate in one evening concert each semester, as well as the league band concert, as a major part of their grade.

932 A/B    Chorus					Year					9-12
This course explores choral music from a wide variety of cultures and time periods, through study and performance.  The core curriculum emphasizes the basics of vocal technique, sight-reading, music theory, and music history.  Students in Choir are expected to participate in one evening concert each semester, as well as the league choir concert, as a major part of their grade.

270    Desktop Publishing-InDesign 		Semester				10-12
Desktop Publishing will acquaint students with graphic design techniques, principles of page layout and design, and desktop publishing terminology and applications using selected software.  Desktop Publishing will assist students in the production of professional publications and presentation.  Prerequisite – Computer Applications 1

272A/B  Journalism					Year					9-12
Students will study the fundamental principles of gathering, writing, reporting, and editing the news.  In the process, students will study and incorporate the standard inverted pyramid style, as well as a variety of leads in order to compose news and feature stories for publication on the school website.  The teacher will also introduce students to the basics of photo-journalism.  It is recommended that students have a grade of C or above in English before enrolling in this course.

275    Web Design & Development  		Semester				10-12

This is primarily a weightlifting course.  It is designed to create a balance between strength, flexibility, coordination, and durability.  The emphasis will be to enhance physical growth and development of muscle and bone mass and to promote self-esteem.  A flexibility and agility program is also included to make a well-rounded conditioning program for the total individual.
WORLD LANGUAGE

170 A/B    Spanish 1					Year					9-12
This first year of basic language instruction focuses on the core skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing of Spanish.  Classroom activities are augmented through a comprehensive approach, with instruction that emphasizes proper pronunciation and thematic units, including family, food, parts of a house, class schedules and classroom tools, body parts, recreational activities, towns and businesses, geography, and an introduction to traditional Spanish cultural celebrations.  Active participation in class, daily preparation, memorization and continual practice and review are essential to maintaining basic skills and understanding of Spanish.
