But, the superintendent says he isn’t surprised by the award. “Our students come to school each day ready to learn, ready to grow, and ready to work together and our staff creates the environment where those students can succeed. This just proves what happens when you put forth the effort. It’s great to see our school get such a meaningful honor.”
