Course Structure—lists all available courses

Click on a course to view lessons. Shows objectives, vocabulary and various activities. Each lesson has an online notes screen so that students can write notes as they read/watch lessons.
There is direct instruction for every lesson. It is a short video of a lecture by a teacher—most lectures are 15 minutes or less. 
Online content includes extra resources and activities for each topic. 
Lab activities are interactive gizmos.

All activities can be printed and copied for classroom use. Might be able to use ActiVotes with E2020 quizzes—ask Kim Dayhoff if you are interested in this feature.

Standards alignment—select your course. Shows how E2020 content aligns with current Kansas standards.
Courses can be modified for our school—Deb has already done this for students who are making up credits. Courses can also be customized for individual students.
Many safeguards are built into E2020 program. Quizzes pull questions from large databases so they will not see the same questions each time a quiz is taken. Also, a student can only take a quiz twice; then the teacher must review the student’s progress before a retake is granted. Students also must work through the content in the order it is assigned; nothing can be skipped.

Student progress can be tracked using the Dashboard, Group Progress and Progress Report. It shows current activity for individuals and can be used to calculate grades.
